JAGKM TO COUNT JAN 1, 1982

The Awards Committee at ARRL Head-
quarters has approved DXCC country status
for the Sovereign Military Order of Mal-
ta, and cards will be accepted start-
ing January 1, 1982. Do not submit 1A@KM
QSLs for credit until after that date.

The Awards Committee voted on a re-
commendation by the volunteer DX Advisory
Committee made several months ago. De-
tails appeared in TDXB Issue 67 (a brief
note), Issue 79 (a letter from K3ZJ mak-
ing the case for DXCC status) and Issue
101 (reporting the DXAC vote). Sources
indicate that the vote within the Head-
quarters was very close on the issue.
This will make the current (after Jan 1)
Countries total 319 again; it had been at
318 since Okino Torishima was deleted
last December.

CROZET

FB8WG is on the air from Crozet soon-
er than expected, perhaps since he has
taken a Drake TR-4 instead of the orig-
inally planned Heathkit. At this time
operator George, F2CL, does not have a re-
mote vfo for his TR-4 (nor RIT, of
course), and he is using the island's
rhombic antenna, which is aimed at France.
A Drake remote vfo is reportedly on the
way to Crozet, along with a trap vertical.

FB8WG has thus far been reported only
on a 21170 French net at around 1900Z. He
does not like pileups and various do-
gooders are already trying to line up
"1ists" for him. He will be on the island
for probably about one year.
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LU3ZY South Sandwich

On again last week for the first time
in months was Carlos, LU2EEO, operating
LU3ZY. He is reportedly scheduled to
leave the island in November. Not a DXer,
Carlos's operations have been almost ex-
clusively "lists" on SSB; two years ago
LU3ZY was active and very workable on 10
Meter CW. The station was not on 10 last
season but many are hoping for some ac-
tivity on 28 MHz CW this time. For now,
best bet for looking is 14220 00002Z.

BURMA

Neither XZ5A nor XZ9A count (or are ex-
pected to count) for DXCC, but some are now
reporting working two different XZ1 stations
reportedly from Rangoon. No particulars.

SAN FELIX

Our best source (namely, the factory
which loaned radios) indicates that the
WB 1GDQ/CE@ operations from Juan Fernandez
and San Felix have again been postponed &
month, until the end of October. If this
is so, the Juan Fernandez stop might be
scuttled. It would still pay to watch at
this time but a better bet is wait a month.

NEW ENGLAND DXCC ANNUAL BANQUET

This event will be held Oct 10, with
the free afternoon session at 2 pm and an
evening banquet session at 6:30 pm (18
bucks per person). Banquet speaker is Dr
Vince Thompson, KSVI. Show up at the Wal-
tham, MA Holiday Inn, Totten Pond Road at
Rte 128. No other info available.
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One of our Japanese friends has report-
.ed & number of JA stations worked a
"JF1IST/VS9K" on Sept 2, who was active for
about an hour and a half on 15 Meters. No
other information available.

Another letter from Japan about that
quick Andamans operation last month...
VU2JPN, who was with the Japanese embassy
jin New Delhi, is expected to be stationed
in Washington D.C. momentarily, and says
he will be visiting Newington to let the
DXCC folks see his operating permission for
VU7 Andamans. He operated from a hotel
there, alone.
