He is
still talking about callsign 701AB. Ar-
rangements are being made to get an ICOM
linear to him in time to complete a com-
pact station for the operation. The In-
ternational DX Foundation (IDXF) is also
inwlved, mainly in the area of handling
QSLs, and San Hutson, K5YY, has been men-
tioned as being the other half of a two-
man team.

FRPGGL is a new operator on Europa,
which still counts the same as Juan de
Nova. Some talk has been coming out of
France that the two islands may be se-
parated (unquote) but nothing definite
and it is not known yet how this might
affect DXCC status. FR@GGL/E has been
found both on CW and on several French
nets (like 21170 at 1600Z). QSL Box 386,
St. Pierre, Reunion Is, via France.

Latest report on Warwick, ZL3AFH, op-
arating from Campbell Is, is that he re-
turned to the air Oct | after replacing
blown output transistors in his trans-
ceiver. He concentrates on 20 Meters CW
and RTTY around 14090, 05-09Z. He is also
found sometimes around 14320-330 in the
same time frame. As reported earlier,
ZL40OY reports to Campbell November 23 for
a one-year stay, and he plans to operate
mostly 10 Meters 'phone.

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SMOM 1AQKM

In response to our article on the DXCC
history of the Sovereign Miiitary Order of
Malta in Issue 112, we received the fol-
lowing letter from Mario Gallavotti, IPMGM :

"1 am very surprised about the SMOM ar-
ticle. It is my opinion that most people
still ignore this matter, and now com-
plaints come from those who for some un-
known reason did not work iA@KM, during
its three monihs of extensive operations
with more thau 12,000 contacts. Work first,

worry later is still a valid proverb!

"The material submitted first to DXAC
and then to HAC (of ARRL) resulted in the
approval of DXCC status, and that was a
right and fair decision according to the
DXCC rules in force (note that the DXAC
vote was not close). I do not know about
the previous application for DXCC status
for SMOM but I am quite sure it was super-—
ficially considered.

"How can people say that 'nothing at
SMOM has changed' with respect to the pre-
vious application? The first thing to con-
gider is the treaty signed between Italy
and SMOM, which recognizes SMOM's full
sovereignty on its territory. SMOM has
been recognized by 45 countries of the
world, seven countries signed treaties
with SMOM recognizing its stamps and es-
tablishing regular post office traffic and
treaties with 18 other countries are in
progress. Telecommunications arrangements
nave been made between Italy and SMOM.

"1 have worked hard for ten months on
SMOM DXCC status, and I can say that DXAC
and HAC members have considered the matter
very seriously. Both DXCC and legal com-
petency are required to really understand
this matter, and from what I hear most DXers
are happy about the decision. I have re-
ceived a lot of congratulating letters ex-
pressing the joy to have a new country and
a true country, one with a history, and
not just a reef."

"Regarding the "listen
for my CW requests in the

phone subbands, I think the obvious has
already been well covered but perhaps your
readers would like to consider another
view not widely mentioned.

""Most will agree that pas-
sing calls and reports should be discour-
aged, yet when you analyze the "CW" contact
in the phone subbands this is exactly what
is being done. The call has already been
passed, the readability and signal strength
of the report has already been established,
and all other pertinent date has been ex-
changed on phone. Not only that, but every-
body stands by while the call is made on a
clear frequency, which is a type of list.

"The bottom line is sim-
ply if you think passing calls and reports
is improper then you will not be asking for
a CW contact in the phone subbands."
