FALKLAND ISLANDS

The political troubles on the Falklands
came as no surprise to those who have read
their TDXB faithfully since the first of
the year. Not only did true DXers know ex-
actly where the island group is, they also
knew who governed it and who laid claim to
not only the Falklands but other island
groups in the South Atlantic as well.

In our January 1] issue, we published a
letter from one Pater R. Short, manager of
Falkland Supplies in Port Stanlev. Short
contended that the Argentine operations
from S. Sandwich were not valid because Ar-
gentine occupation of that island was illegal.
He referred to the S. Sandwich islands as
"Crown Land" and, by inferrence, the Falk-
lands fall into the same category. It is
also well to note that last month LU2AFH
operated from the S. Shetlands as LUS5ZI.

In response to the letter from Mr. Short
TDXB published the other side of the story,
provided by Joe Ahumada, LU2DX, who lives in
the Washington D.C. area and is IARU liaison
for the Radio Club Argentino. Ahumada's
letter (in Issue 127, Feb 1, 1982) must be
read in its entirety. His most telling point
was that the S. Sandwich islands are claimed
by several countries (including the U.K.
and Argentina). '"Neverless,'" Ahumada said,
"I do believe this is a subject that cannot
be solved by radio amateurs, but rather by
our respective governments. It is my under-
standing that this subject is already under
consideration by the U.K. and Argentina."

CBS News reported that at least one ama-
teur station in Port Stanley was operating
shortly after the invasion (or occupation,
take your pick) but stations from there have
been silent since the Argentines established
house arrest for the Brits on the Falklands:

If one scans last year's results one finds
that about foriy ci the seventy~three most
needed DXCC countries have been on the air in
the last eighteen months or so. Several
others have had DXCC "activity" in terms of
status: ;

BY China (1) is coming on at this time;
see recent issues. VS9K Kermadec (2) has
been deleted from DXCC; XZ Burma has been on
since last summer in the form of XZ5A and
XZ9A, although ARRL deoes not (yet) count
it for DXCC; ZA Albania continues to be
rumored for impending activity by Spanish
hams, maybe even this month; and FB8 Crozet (9)
has been represented of late by FB8WG,

In the second group of ten, San Felix by
KF10/CE@X (11) last October probably won't
count ;S9VCT Sac Tome (17) by K5VT probably
satisfied about 50 percent of the demand for
that one; United Arab Emirates A6X (19) has
been intermittently active but ARRL does not
at this time recognize any current operations.
WB20HD and friends are providing documentation
which may open up those (QSLs for acceptance.
Malawi (20) should drop off the charts entirely
as a result of the continuing activity of 7Q7LW.

Moving into the third tier, Tristan da Cun-
ha promises to drop from the list as a result
of ZD9BV's activity since Mar 1; 5R8AL is ac~
tive at least once a week on 15 and Malagasy's
siot (24) should be moved down or off; SM2DWH
appeared briefly from Mozambique /C9A (26)
last winter but hardly worked anybody, and the
recent CONV is probably there but not legal,
so look for little movement if any; as for
Annobon, the Henson's 3CPAB/AC venture last
autumn will move this one off the charts ex-
cept for the U.S. West Coast, which had dif-
ficulty (3C@ was #27).

Irag (31) still claims to have YI!BGD but
contacts are almost as hard to get as (QSLs;
YI1AS finished last January but worked many
on the DK20C Net; FR/Juan de Nova came on
thanks to a German group in the summer of
'80 but it still made #34 in the spring of
'81; Burundi (35) has been quite active in
the form of 9USWR and will be giving up ite
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zlace with ne tears shed; the Congo (36)
has had TN8AJ on and off (presently on)

and will slip; LU32Y's S. Sandwich opera-
tion ended with a flurry of activity back
in December. If the QSLs ever come through
#37 will be going to somewhere else; FR7/
Glerioso falls into the same category as
Juan de Nova, at #38 despite the summer of
‘80 operations; finally, Bhutan supposedly
still has Pradhan, A51PN, but no reports on
him for many months, and A5]1 will be moving
up from #40 clcser to the top.

At #41 DXCC countries become more 'gar-
den varietyv,”" leading off with Auckland
and Campbell Islands, represented the past
year by ZL2AFH/A and ZL40Y/A. Down, down,
down the chart it goes; Next, Trindade (41)
rumored to be on this month for a fairly
extended stay, but may not be reflected
in this year's Survey; VK@AN is on now from
Macquarie (44) and on hoth the Open House
Net on 14332 and with VK9NS at 0900 Tues-
days on 14210; Polish ex-patriate JX@P will
be moving Jan Mayen (45) down, tooj; as for
Cocos, VKINYG on 10 Meters and the recent
VKSYT/YM operation will surely move this
one off completely; Taiwan (49) continues
to be a mystery, as BV2A/B shows at times
but is difficult to work for many. Since
Tim has been active for years yet BV ac-
tually moved UP the chart last year, we pre-
dict no movement this time; at Number 50,
Tunisia can be found occasicnally as re-
sident 3V8AA shows on 10 SSB, and the itin-
erant Britishers' 3V8DX operation about
5ix weeks ago surely moved this one down.

Number 51: Marion Island will make a
glant leap toward the top, as ZS2MI left
in Dec, 1980, and was not replaced; Tokelau
was cleaned up by DLIVU (ZM7VU) two weeks
ago and will fall from #52 to the common-
place; FH8 Mayotte has at least two resi-
dents but unless you've got the connections,
forget it. Look for upward movement from
#53; Somalia will lose status with the re-
cent acceptance by ARRL of T5TI QSLs; #57
Desecheo will now be needed only by those
not licensed as of last June {(when KP2A/D
made several QSOs); Franz Josef Land is
on weekly bv UAIPAM, who is even active in
CW contests. Goodbye #58; Equatorial
Guinea has two resident hams, 3Cl1AA and
3CIMM, virtually unworkable. A big move
toward the top is in store for Africa's
smallest country.
