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A THREE DAY VISIT TO CHINA BEGAN APR 8
by ARRL officials Noel Eaton, VE3CJ,
Dick Baldwin, WIRU, and also included
Tom Wong, VE7BC. Baldwin and Eaton
were there to assess the status of ama-
teur radio in China for the IARU.

In charge of the visit on the Chinese

end was Chinese Radio Sports Association
Secretary General Cheng Ping. Also on
hand were the President of CSRA, Mr.

Zhou Hai Ying (a former amateur), and a
fumber of CSRA officials. Present

at one of the dinners was a Mr. Wang,
associate editor or Wuxundrian, a Chinese
radio experimenter magaz ine with a cir-
culation of 1.6 million.

Baldwin and Eaton visited BYIPK, where
Eaton was interviewed and photographed for
the press. At no time was there an offer
to let either of the visiting North Ameri-
cans operate the station. Baldwin re-
ports a '"mever ending series of questions
about amateur radio in the USA, the QSL
bureau, U.S. and other amateur radio re-
gulations, the IARU...reciprocal opera-
ting,  etcetc.”

In Dick Baldwin's own words, 'Amateur

radio in China is a long, long way from
amateur radio as we know it. China is
still isolated from the rest of the world,
by government design, and I would judge
they intend to keep it that way. They're
pretty fussy about what foreign literature
is permitted to be seen by the Chinese peo-
ple...DXCC, international friendship, traf-
fic handling--these are ideas of which
they have no thought yet. 1In fact, the
operators at BYIPK are apparently not too
keen on the pile-ups that take place when
they appear on the air."

The Chinese are interested in '"fox hunt-
ing," and they are sending an observer
group to the Yugoslav championships, in
July. Also, the Japanese have challenged
the Chinese to a 2-Meter foxhunt this
fall. They believe the event may very
well come off, but have little hope of
being allowed to operate (transmit) from
China.

Baldwin added that '"Because of the diffi-
culty in obtaining a license by an indi-
vidual Chinese, it does not seem likely
that foreigners will be granted permis-
sion to operate. I believe (Baldwin said)
that pressure by foreign amateurs to se-
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cure such permission will be counter-pro-
ductive. Nevertheless, and regrettably, I
believe DX-minded and 'helpful' amateurs
will continue to apply such pressure, as
they have for the past couple of years."

The ARRL and IARU will continue to pro-
vide information and assistance to the
Chinese whenever it is requested, and

to encourage the participation of China

in the IARU, China being the last major
country to be a possible candidate for mem-
bership in IARU.

Meanwhile, apparently, BYIPK will continue
to be an anomaly.

COMMENTS ON ARGENTINA'S HAMS BEING PUT OFF
the air in Issue 140 brought a response
from the South American desk. The Desk
speculates that the LU stations were put
off the air so the military could have
use (if necessary) of the ham bands and
the existing stations for those bands.
Argentine amateur radio is quite strong,
with 25,000 hams in a population of about
28 million, and many of the high-ranking
military types are hams. As a matter of
fact, the now sunk General Belgrano even
had a club station aboard.

However...the silencing of amateurs has
taken place even though no declaration of
war has been made. Were such to happen in
the U.S. (as in WW II), hams would immedi-
ately give up their "strategic frequency
reserve' to the military. Indeed, this
is exactly why the U.S. military has been
a strong supporter of amateur radio at
the World Administrative Radio Conferences.

It is interesting to speculate if England
would put its hams off the air if Argentina
were laying claim to, for example, the Isle
of Man! But, actually, we'd rather not.

PRADHAN, AS51PN, in a letter to a New York
amateur, says he left the air in December,
and it will be "impossible to ever get on
the air again.'" He gave no reason why.
