ST PAUL ISLAND

ARRL began counting both Sable and St.
Paul Islands for DXCC in late 1975,
after initial operations from both. In
late October VE3GMT, VE3IAA, VE3MJ, and
VE3MR put Sable Island on the air as
VX9A. Their eleven-day stay produced
7,000 contacts from Sable, which is 150
miles due east of Halifax, Nova Scotia.
They took a chartered aircraft to the
sandy shoals of Sable which, inciden-
tally, has been the "scene of the great-
est number of shipwrecks in the North
itilantic.!

There have, of course, been other
operations from Sable since 1975, the
latest by VEIAWS who, contrary to earlier
reports, did make about 250 contacts in
early June of this year. He returned to
the mainland on June 24 after completing
his repair duties on Sable.

St. Paul is a different story...lo-
cated eighteen miles north of the North-
ern end of Cape Breton Island, St Paul
(actually two islands) 1is essentially
all rock, and there is no permanent re-
sident population. The Canadian Coast
Guard (which administers St. Paul) man
two lighthouses there, one man per light.

You can't land on St Paul without C.G.
permission. There is no dock, and nor-
mal access is by helicopter. The Guard's
main concern is that a visitor might be-
come ill or incapacitated during a period
of severe weather when a helicopter rescue
could not be undertaken. Visitors are
required to be self-sufficient and to
even provide their own drinking water (or
whatever). The team of amateurs going
there this week will be sleeping on air

mattresses on the floor of a vacant, empty
building adjacent to the lighthouse. As
for use of the Water Closet, that must

be kept to a minimum, and there are no
showers.

DXers got a fair idea of the travails
of a St Paul operation in early 1976, when
VY@PA QSLs hit the mails from the pre-
vious November's operation. Actually, hun-
dreds of DXers picked up their cards in
person, as two members of the Canadian
team attended the Dayton Hamvention, logs
in hand. Those QSLs were actually folded
up sheets the size of six standard cards,
and possibly the best and most informative
in amateur radio history.

The 1982 evpedifion team (Issue 145),
which will sign VF1L0'1 and VEICER during
the TARU Radiosport Championship Jul 10-11,
will sail from Dingwell, N.S., on Jul 8,
by chartered ucat Following a three~hour
trip to St Peaul,; they will take a rowboat
to the rock facc, where there is a "ramp
made of slippcry logs.'" All equipment and
bodies must go up a steep 200-foot "stair-
way' to get to something approaching level
ground.

Although there 1s electrical power in
the outbuilding, all radios must be run
off generators, which will have to be car-
ried up the ramp. Not to mention sleeping
and eating gear, heaters, etc. This is not
an expedition for sissies!

L8S, 1E0. US amateurs may send SASE with
US postage stamps (Garth lives close to the
border).

Tc further whet your apetite,
nine DXCC countries drepped out of the
Top 73, and eleven made big woves down
the chart (fewer people needing them).
The greatest move toward the top was by
Mt. Athos.
