SPRATLY: Baldur Drobnica, DJ6SI, in a copy-
righted article in Holland's DXPress, tells
his story of the April Spratly expedition.
The information is almost identical to that
carried in TDXB issues 186 and 187. Drob-
nica says their ultimate destination was Bar-
gue Canada Reef (the site of the 1979 ex-
pedition) and that they were using Amboyna
Cay as a navigation point. "We were not sure
if there was agarrisonor similar establish-
ment (on Amboyna Cay). The Captain had heard
in Singapore that there might be Phillipines.
From the Singapore newspaper clippings we had
collected we knew that Amboyna Cay was claimed
by Malaysia."

The group decided they could save time by
stopping at Amboyna Cay. They sighted no ac-
tivity until within about 2 KM of Amboyna Cay,

at which point they "changed course immediately.

The message that they were being attacked went
to N@ZO/DU2, who notified authorities. Diet-
helm Mueller, DJ4EI, was lost overboard...he
could not swim.

For the first few days, Drobnica reports,
they were in an area of reefs, sandbars, and
shallow waters. Large ships avoid the area.
After the seventh day they saw a number of
vessels, but not until the ninth day did the
Japanese freighter Linden see their dinghy.
