CHINA: Our Interoffice Mail brought down

the first Survey results recently...for those
outside the U.S./Canada, where the average
DXCC deleted total was around 285, with at
least 40 per cent still needing China.

We chatted the other day with an Ameri-
can who had visited BYIPK between the opera-
ting stints of YU2DX and KIMM. After the
usual pleasantries, green tea, etc., he was
asked if he'd like to operate. He declined,
partly because the time of day suggested
poor propagation to most places.

YU2DX, writing to Long Skip, says that
238 of his 1223 BYIPK contacts last May 18-
21 were with the U.S.A., nineteen with Can-
ada, and another 243 with Japan.

CAMRODIA: Do not cancel your vacation be-
cause of the possibility of a JA operation
as "XU1SS" or whatever later this month.
The operation would be under the auspices
of a "Liberation Front," and counting it
would open the door for others which have
historically not counted fer DXCC.

MALPELO:
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ANOTHER ONE which won't count for any-

thing special is a proposed operation

from Alaska's Pribilof Islands. The Al-
aska DX Association is proposing an opera-
tion Aug 25-30. The Pribilofs, in the
Bering Sea about 240 miles from the main-
land, would not meet the 500-mile Rule to
attain separate DXCC status...over the
years, other groups have applied for such
status and been turned down. If this
operation comes off, KL7RA, KL7Y, NL7G,
and NL7P will operate from the town of
St. Paul. Callsign not determined yet.

AUGUST 24 DEADLINE for J28AZ to provide
his American friends documentation for a
S. Yemen Operation is approaching, with
no word. Similarly, there is no indica-
tion from DL7FT that his early September
try for Albania has much chance.

LCRA continues planning for the
operation to start Oct 12. They say that
"under no circumstances will there be any
list operations." Their confirmation pro-
cedures will be one QSL, one envelope, and
three IRC's per QSO.

SPACE SHUTTLE operation frequencies have
been announced, with four channels of
FM for Space to Earth, and twenty for

WSLFL/Space to transmit down on. These
will be in Sep QST.
K4YT leaves for AFRICA shortly. His full

schedule will be announced later, but it
would pay to watch for K4YT/T5 as early as
this week or next. Somalia is his first
stop, and by far the rarest country on

his itinerary. Karl was in Iraq not too
long ago, and says they are set up for
more amateur activity if the war with Iran
ever ends. They have laid out call areas.
Don Riebhof, K7ZZ, is reportedly leaving
Baghdad (where he was not able to operate)
for another government assignment, pos-—
sibly in Portugal. He will be remembered
as CT4AT there in the mid-70's.
