80 METERS has been exceptionally productive
lately, considering it's mid-summer. OfF
concern to 80-Meter SSB DXers is the fact
that if band expansion for U.S. amateurs
takes place as planned, Advanced Class li-
censees would fill the 3775-3800 window pop-
ular with VUs, etc., and Extras would be
moved down into 3750-3775, which is the best
spot for Europeans to operate while avoiding
commercial RTTY on their end.

6 Meter U.K. stations in the Bandpass were
worked from the Boston area on multi-hop Spor-
adic E, the season for which lasts until maybe
mid-July. Stations in the U.K. cannot trans-
mit on 50 MHz until after 22307, due to TVI.

ALBANIA rumors always seem to peak in the sum-
mer, and 1984 is no exception, with OH2BH
again being talked about. We have reported
extensively on Martti's (and others') efforts
at training potential Albanian operators, set-
ting up demonstrations, and the donation of

a TS430S to Tirana's largest university. DX
Report says LA9PCA and DJPUJI (who has tried

in the past) will be in Albania again this
month and may be joined by someone else. We
are waiting...

CAMBODIA: we have reports now that condi-
tions on the 14.336 list operation have been
so bad lately that they have gone back to the
"three tries to get your signal report con-
firmed"system. Reporters in the Midwest

say that when XU1SS is audible, they are S@.

SU7LD Niger will be on 14.235 list operations
at 2215/ the week of Jul 9; he has been in MNi-
geria, and is trying to take a linear back to
Niger. There is still considerable skepticism
about his licensing, as he may be authorized
only commercial radio, not amateur.

MOZAMBIQUE C9: Here's a letter from Chuck
Martin, AB4Y, who has been in Maputo, Mo-
zambique for four months and hopes to get
on the air:

"I need a source of equipment and a cor-
respondent in the USA. Bill Shipe, WHMA&4N,
has volunteered to be my QSL manager if I
can get on the air as a C2. The amateur
radio situation here is very strange...most
of the CR7 operators split for Portugal ten
years ago when the communists took over.
The country is undergoing a guerrilla in-
surgency now and it is almost civil war here.
The communist government controls all the
major cities but not much else.

"I am a diplomat and am cautiously ap-
proaching the ministry of telecommunications
about getting a ham license. I have request-
ed callsigns AB4Y/C9 and C9QPA. My wife is
also a ham, and after I get my license, she
will request C9@YL and N4GPE/C9. Relations
between the U.S. and the Mozambican govern-
ment are smooth and improving. We started
the biggest aid program in the world here,
and we are shipping in tons of corn meal and
cheese.

"I will be here for two years, and per-
haps longer. I want to erase Mozambique
from the most-wanted list." (C9 was number
25 in the 1983 TDXB Survey, will undoubtedly
be much higher in 1984 -ed).

UGAMDA: European sources say that 5X5GK,
who appeared late in June, is VE7FXK, a doc-
tor. He is reportedly "not a DXer." His
operating time is limited by his use of bat-
tery power, and he has no license, but he
"is working on it." The stated QSL route of
JA1BK is apparently correct.

EGYPT: KA4SBE will be /SU until the end of
July, working only 10-20 Meters, as his 40
Meter antenna has failed (too bad, he was
quite strong here on 40). 0QSL WBLGGQ.

U.A.E.: The same source has A6XJJ operated
by Dutchman PD@LSS (that's a VHF-only call-
sign); we have seen no on-the-air reports on
him here. He will be back in Holland from
late July until September, then in the U.A.E.
until the end of the year. MNo license yet.

JIM SHMITH VK9INS should appear any day from

the Pacific. No itinerary available, but he
reports having licenses for KCé East and West
Carolines, KH@ Saipan, and FW Wallis. Jim

was at the Osaka Japan DX Convention last week.
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THE GROUP running list operations on 14.235

is calling itself the International DX As-
sociation (INEDXA), and they have a whole

slate of officers and directors. They want

ten dollars from you to support "rare or semi-
rare" DX stations. More information from NKS5K.

NN6U will be in WEST MALAYSIA for about a

year beginning now, says QRZ DX. He plans
activity on 40, 80, and 160 Meters, which would
practically be a first for 9M2. (QSL KBGUF.

LATEST rumored dates for the never-ending
saga of a DESECHEO operation by WP4ATF and
HI3RST are July 23-31 but, of course, there
is no confirmation.

K4WSB/C6A began Jul 7 and will run until the
2lst, almost exclusively on the Oscar 10 sat-
elite. Jack's special operating permission
for 450 MHz is a first for the Bahamas. Also
operating are WB4I0A and WB400J. They are
boating during the daytime and operating even-
ings, and will be fully documented.

A letter from QSL manager WB4TDB "explains"
KABCYR/SV9: "Hal (W@PU) is 'very legitimate’
as KA@CYR/SV9. He is presently awaiting his
Greek license. .While he is waiting he is using
his wife's call. So you have nothing to worry
about. Unless I hear otherwise from the ARRL,
all contacts are legitimate. It is no differ-
ent from a DXpedition with several operators
using the same call" (true, but somebody has
to have a license - ed).

QSLs from A51PN still come through, although
those CW contacts on May 19 were, indeed, not
with Pradhan. 1In returning one hopeful's

QSL, Pradhan confirmed that he has not been on
the air since 1982.Speaking of b@gus stations,
K2PK and others report one "4WLlA" on July 2...
someone recently got an FBBWG QSL after wait-
ing almost two years...

A NEW READER and subscriber asked just which
countries will respond to dollar bills with QSL
requests, and we have searched for a general
answer. Dollar bills are likely to get through
allright to Western countries with democratic
governments and secure postal systems. There
are, unfortunately, some DX stations which will
take your money and not QSL at all, or will

QSL back to you through the Bureau System.

IRCs were never a bargain, and they are a real
rip-off these days; one current national cele-
bration is offering a certificate and they

want twelve IRCs for the honor. There's an

old saying about those holiday fruitcakes...
nobody ever eats them, they just keep getting
passed around as gifts every December. We
think the same is true for IRCs: nobody ever
cashes them in, they just get passed around.
