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FRESNO CONVENTION REPORT

by Chod Harris, VP2ML

AT THE 1985 FRESNO INTERNATIONAL DX CONVENTION
Ron Wright, ZL1AMO, and Herb Becker, W6QD, were induct-
ed into the CQ DX Hall of Fame. W6QD dreamed up the CQ
WPX award and was also involved in the early days of the
CQ WW DX Contest. ZLIAMO is best known for his DXpedi-
tions, operating skills, and quick QSLing.

The late Vic Clark, W4KFC, was postumously awarded the
Y ASME, Dick Spencely, KV4AA award.

Banquet speaker Chuck Taylor, KC7UU, described his
travels in Nigeria and elsewhere in Africa. He reports spend-
ing some time with the vice president of Uganda, and has
high hopes of being on the air as 5X5UU soon. Chuck has a
house on a hilltop near Entebee, and expects to locate there
soon for a stay of 7-9 months. He anticipates job assign-
ments the next few years in Zaire, Mozambique, and
Tanzania.

At the convention's DXAC forum, the main topic was the
continuing effort to get the Pribilof Islands recognized as a
DXCC entity. NL7G and NL7P argued the case for the Alas-
ka DX Association. DXAC chairman Bob Thompson, K65S],
says another DXAC vete on the Pribilofs, the third, will
take place soon. The first two votes were an 8-8 tie and
then 9-7 against recognition.

In other activities, the CW copying contest was won by
N6NA. Of 130 callsigns in 64 DXCC countries, he copied 43
in 35 countries. W3LPL placed second with 43/32. W6AM
was "top DXer" with a DXCC total of 367.

Finally, CE3ESS, of the Radio Club de Chile, spoke on
last fall's San Felix operation, and asked who had not re-
ceived their CEOAA QSL(s); "hundreds of hands went up." He
said that if you have not received your card by May 15,
write a letter to the Radio Club at the Box 700, Santiago
address, and they will try to help. No additional money or
IRCs should be sent with this request.

(Editor's note: here's what the latest DX News Sheet had
to say on the CEOAA QSL situation: "Many readers have
expressed disillusionment with the QSLing for last year's
DXpedition. Only a handful of G stations have reported re-
ceiving cards and the size of the 'donation' appears to have
no effect on the matter, as those readers who have been
lucky have sent sums varying from 1 IRC to $20!").

CLIPPERTON REPORT

16 operators spent six days on Clipperton, signing FOOXX
for almost 31,000 contacts. They had spent three days
circling the island, waiting for the seas to calm, and made
about 4000 contacts during that time as FOOXX/MM. The
contact breakdown is as follows:

An additional 81 contacts were made on RTTY. Cost of
the expedition was around $60,000 (plus another $25k of
donated equipment and supplies), for a cost of about two
dollars per QSO. QSL to the YASME Foundation, PO BOX
2025, Castro Valley CA 94546.

Conditions from Clipperton to Europe were particularly
bleak. Holland's DXPress notes that "While there were only
short openings to Europe, several stations managed to make
QS0s, as follows: 20 CW at 1730Z, 40 CW at 0600Z, 20 SSB
at 1645Z. One respected British operator said "We went
bananas because the (FO XX) ops didn't really seem clued
up on propagation to Europe - around our sunrise, when they
were S9+ on 40 and 80, they were busy working the U.S.!
Most of us reckon it was a dismal failure - and not because
of bad propagation.”

England's DX News Sheet quoted a '"top G-DXer" as say-
ing "l think their knowledge of propagation, pile-up tech-
nique and general DXpedition savvy marks this out as one of
the poorer efforts of recent times."

UW3HY/1 on Franz Josef Land returns to Moscow in June
and will collect his QSLs from Box 88...

4NOD was an IARU meeting in Dubrovtik, Yugoslavia back
on Apr 17, with PAOLOU doing some CW operating; QSL via
YU2BHL..

K8CRM/KH3 appeared again from Johnston mid-April, and
says he will be there again around May 1; he likes to work
SSB 'way up high in the bands...

ON4UN will be a guest at the May 10 meeting of the
Southern New England DX Association (7:30 p.m. at the
Medway, Mass, American Legion hall). You probably still
have time to buy a copy of John's book "80 Meter DXing"
and take it to the meeting to be autographed by the
author...

The ARRL Letter reports that Jeannine Duane, WB2MBW
is one of 118 semi-finalists in NASA's search for a school
teacher to ride the Space Shuttle; she was selected as one
of two semi-finalists in New Jersey. Her proposal was to
work amateur radio from the Shuttle, concentrating on talk-
ing to school club stations, then later visit those schools to
deliver a QSL and make a presentation.

Latest issue of the W6GO/K6HHD QSL List notes the
"three envelope system" for QSLing to managers who aren't
in your Callbook...prepare your card, return envelope and
postage reimbursement, place all in an envelope with the
manager's call on it, and mail direct to the appropriate
bureau in a third envelope. Then be very patient...
