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Outstanding conditions
mark CQWW SSB Contest

CHRISTMAS CAME EARLY for the CQ WW Phone Contest.
Although solar flux peaked a few days earlier at 95, 1t
was still 85 on the first morning of the Contest, with
very low geomagnetic activity. The result? 10 Meters
came alive. The U.S. East Coast, as far south as
Virginia, enjoyed a 90-minute opening to Western and
Southern Europe. Then skip moved south to Africa, and
the opening extended as far west as the Mississippi
River.

Unfortunately, activity was lacking, on both sides
of the Atlantic. Although the openings had been
occuring for several days, there simply weren't many
stations on 10 until the Africans began coming through.
The big-gun contest stations in the U.S. called €0
without answers while, at the same time, the Europeans
who were on the band were $9+. DXpeditions in the
Caribbean did not get the early opening to Furope,
which began for the U.S. about 14002, but they did get
a later opening, which lasted until about 1900Z.

15 Meters was very good, with many contesters
working over a hundred DXCC countries. The West Coast
got plenty of JAs, and a pretty good European opening.
Texas contesters, conversely, had only a very poor
opening to Japan on 15. The East Coast had none. Sunday
was better on 15 than Saturday. 20 lleters was as
expected, perhaps suffering slightly from the good
conditions on 15 and 10. 40, 80, and 160 benefitted
from very low noise levels for most of North America.
