IT'S THAT LONG PATH TIME OF YEAR and conditions on the
low bands have been very good. We on the East Coast are
working VK stations long path on 40 as early as 1900Z
and on 80 starting about 2100Z.

"24=hour—-twilight" up north produces Scandanavian
stations at all sorts of wierd times; SM6AOE was worked
on 80 from Boston at 1020Z. Note in the Bandpass that
Nov 23 and 24 were excellent days on all bands; VS6DO
and AH2G, for example, were worked on 15 Meter long
path at 1200Z.

JAs are coming through on 160 for up to an hour per
day. No one is yet sure if that "VU2GI" who appeared on
160 Nov. 20 is real, but many are hoping. And, finally,
it is rumored that someone out West worked a JT station
on 160 a couple of weeks ago. If so, this could produce
that 160 Meter WAZ we've been anxiously awaiting.

There's always hope that we will have some kind of
propagation for the ARRL 10 Meter Contest Dec 14/15; we
could get a repeat of the openings of the CQ Phone
Contest or, more likely, of the east—to-west coast
openings of the ARRL Phone Sweepstakes. Lots of power,
good antennas, and a contest always "produce openings.”

The list of 10 Meter beacons on Page 2, compiled by
Joe Gumino, K20LG, may help you during the contest;
keep in mind, however, that the beacons are low power
transmitters with omni-directional antennas. Even if
you can't hear them, you should be able to hear a 1500
watt station with a big beam pointed at you.

e PETER I ISLAND will NOT be activated this year,
according to JALIST himself, the operator who had a
remote shot at a December landing. The RSGB DX News
Sheet says that KD7P has left Guam, is aboard a Navy
ship, and might be able to attempt a helicopter landing
on Peter I sometime in January. Recall that Peter I has
been “pro-approved” for DXCC status, as soon as an
operation takes place.

e Westlink Reports says the "Ray Briem All Band DX
Special™ will air on ABC affiliate radio stations
Saturday, Dec 7, starting at 0806 UTC. There will a a
call-in number, 213-879-8255. Ray Briem is N6FFT.

e CQ Magazine will offer a special 50-Year WAZ plaque
for those working all Zones in 1986. The plaques will
be numbered in order received, per the usual CQ) awards
rules. WAKA will administer the award, and you can get
an application form from him. Contacts on the WARC
bands will NOT count. Contacts may be on any mode, but
there will be NO endorsements for all SSB, all CW, etc.

e Speaking of working all zones, an Ilnteresting comment
from the editor of the RSGB DX News Sheet ... we noted
here that HSOA was workable on 20 Meters in the CQ CW
Contest, but that you had to get them to come back to
your "CQ." The RSGB sheet notes that HSOA did the same
thing on 80 Meters. Considering that there are many
DXers who need Zone 26 for their last one, especially
on 80, it does seem a shame that the lucky ones who
worked HSOA were the "big gun" contest stations who
called CQ rather than the “true blue DXers" who spent
their time mostly listening.

e VUZHMD reportedly operated from the Andaman Islands
last June, but we not get a single report of anyone
working him. The operator claims to have had
documentation, but the DXCC Desk in Newington has
received nelther documentation nor any QSLs from the
operation.

e Club notes: new officers of the National Capitol DX
Assolation are W2GHK, WC4B, WB4FTU, and W3UJ. Out on
the other coast, the So. Califormia DX Club has
announced that the 1986 International DX Convention
will be April 18-20 at the Visalia, California Holiday
Inn. You can make reservations at the hotel now by
calling 209-651-2000.

e Holland's DX Press continues the saga of South Yeman,
noting that OE6EEG, who seems to have the best
connections for getting 70 operating permission, knows
nothing about a "6W1HB/70" license. An interesting
point is that 6WIHB is really a Belgian ON-type
licensee, not a native Senegalese.

WIWY notes in January CQ Magazine that he was
advised by the Cayman Islands that ZF2Z calls are not to
be used portable in other countries (someone in the CQ
Phone Contest was signing a ZF/4X4 call). It would be
interesting to find out what the Senegalese licensing
authorities think about the possibility of someone
signing a 6W callsign out of the country.
