They have been found a few times talking
back home to Australia above 14200. The group still intends staying on Willis through
the end of 1980; after that, apparently the weather station will be automated and
chances of more amateur operation there will be reduced.

BAJO NUEVO/SERRANA BANK: The Radio Club of Bogota Colombia met Friday, July 25,
and firmed up plans for operations from these two rare spots. They will open up from
Bajo Nuevo, signing HK@AB, about August 16, and from Serrana Bank, HK@PAA, one week later.
Francisco, HK@BKX, of San Andres, has been asked to participate in the operation; that
would ensure at least some CW operation. No particular frequencies have been mentioned.

IRAQ: Conflicting reports on the YI1JY operation mentioned last week indicate start—
ing dates of mid-August, early September, and later in the year. &R Report says they
(the Jordanians) have permission now and the activity might start as early as mid-August.
It is assumed that the operation will be from the YIIBGD club station. Best bet
for last-minute information would be to find a JY station and ask him or her.
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JUAN DE NOVA: DKI9KD and others from the April Glorioso operation plan to leave
Cologne West Germany September 9 for a try at Juan de Nova. This will be via Reunion,
where the group made such a good impression in April that an invitation to return was
extended.

UNITED ARAB EMIRATES: A6XJC, whose name is Jan, received a license to transmit
on July 11, and has been worked on 15 Meter SSB. His address is Box 5708, Dubai, but
QSL to PE@MGM, M.J. Groote-ter Mors, v d Capellenstr 21, 7514 AW Enschede Netherlands.

Other prefixes on his itinerary are: 6W8, D4, J5, C5, 3X, 9L, 9G, TU, TZ,
XT, 5U, 5V, and TY. He will operate wherever licensing is possible. Ref. TDXB Issue 45.

WwUMGN, Ed Richmond, is at his last stop, the Gambia, operating CS5ACC through the
end of July. His second stop at Senegal (6W8JI) has been cancelled. QSL routes
for Ed's various operations is in TDXB Issue 39, p. 2.

ARRL BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING (at the National Convention 1in Seattle last
week) details are sketchy at press time, but the following is of interest: The Board

resolved to support initiatives encouraging the FCC to expand PHONE BANDS for U.S.
amateurs, apparently along the lines recommended by some members of the Western Wash-
ington DX Club (Ref. TDXB Issue 45). Included would be 14150-14175 Extra Class,
14175-14200 Advanced, and probably 14200 and above for General Class. Also 7075-7100
for Extra Class, which would produce, for the first time, two non-contiguous band
segments.

ARRL’S CONTEST ADVISORY COMMITTEE recently voted to recommend that the ARRL

March International DX Contest, formerly the International DX Competition, be returned
at least in part to pre-1980 rules. That would mean retaining single-band competition,
one weekend per mode, but would eliminate "DX-to-DX" contacts, which was the main change
tried during the 1980 Contest. The activity would revert to its original concept of
"the world working the U.S. and Canada."

This CAC recommendation was approved by headquarters staff and is expected to be
implemented for the 1981 International DX Competition/Contest.

DXCC administration (Newington) turn-around time has been reduced to about 18 days,
thanks to an increased staff. FB!

Amateurs in Greece are using the SW prefix during the Olympic Games.
