Propagation has been poor to the
U.S. west of the Mississippij; 60@DX's signal has been weak even on the East Coast.

BURUNDI : 9USAC, on 14218 Thursday, July 31 at 1800, working Europeans; no USA or
Canada got through to him. Working at a slow pace and chatting, including one Swede
who appeared to know the operator personally. It isn'tknown if 1) he is really in
Burundi nor 2) if the operation is licensed and/or authorized.

JUAN FERNANDEZ: No further word since a postcard two weeks ago, from CE5CN
(ref. TDXB Issue 48, p. 2) on the proposed operation Aug. 8-15. Look for CE@CJA
on 3750, 7085, 14210, 21310, and 28550. QSL to CE5CJA, who is, naturally, not in
the latest Callbook. Should have here next week.

TONGA: A3SLP, on now through Aug. 19, is Dave Gardner, K6LPL, who is concen-
trating on CW and RTTY. QSL to K6LPL.

HURRICANE ALLEN has just passed Jamaica as we go to press, and is called by
weathermen the biggest of the century at this stage of its life. Health-and-welfare
traffic may occupy a large portion of the 20 and 15 Meter phone bands if Allen turns
out to be a killer; such operations usually take place in the General class portions
of the bands (14280 up and 21350 up). Just a reminder.

11) General Manager Baldwin's report mentioned "(our) involvement in international
affairs is continuing on a higher level than anyone had predicted at the close of
WARC '79." Several WARC-8pin off conferences are still to be held in the next few
years. Baldwin concluded by stating his belief that "we need to have a clearer
vision of the future of Amateur Radio."

26) Director Arnold, chairman of Ad Hoc Committee on new 10 MHz band, reported.
The Board finally decided on the following (after much discussion and some dissent):

ARRL will petition FCC for rulemaking...

l. 10 MHz band to be for General class and above, Al and F1 transmissions
only, 250 watts input maximum, SSB use OK in an emergency (unanimously
adopted)

2. 7075-7100 KHz for Extra Class only (vote 9 to 7)

3. 14150-14175 Extra Class only
14175-14225 Extra and Advanced Class only
14225-14350 Extra, Advanced and General Class

On this question, a motion was made by director Bieberman, seconded by
director Wicker, to amend the segments to 14175-200 (Extra), 14200-250
(Advanced) and 14250-350(General). This proposal was defeated, with
directors Bieberman, Grauer, Powell and Sullivan voting for it, all others
opposed.

69) Guidelines for incoming QSL bureaus will be changed to recommend they hold cards
for those not having envelopes on file for only ninety days, instead of one year.

76) "On motion of Mr. Sullivan, unanimously VOTED that the Qeneral Manager encourage
the membership to indicate to foreign amateurs their true intention or desire to
send or receive QSL cards.!
