QSL cards from Turkey are coming
through; KA@E, K7ABV and others have re-
cently got cards back from TA2HIA, for
contacts last summer. As the situa-
tion in Turkey remains tense it is pro-
bably still best to not send any cur-
rency in your envelope, and to continue
not using any callsigns on the enve-
lope.

As for Burma, the famous JAl DXer
whose callsign is being mentioned is
a subscriber and we expect to be hear-
ing from him, one way or the other.Burma
today is like China was ten years ago;
the more one digs for information on the
political and cultural situation there
the less one knows. The talk is that
there is hope for a breakthrough on the
radio front sometime in December, with
possible operating permission early
in 1981.

FCC on October 31 issued an "Order
to Show Cause and Suspension Order" to one
Kenneth Sheets, WB3HGE. He was nailed for
operating out of his General Class phone
bands. Sheets was originally observed
failing to identify the station he was
working, a violation of Commission rule
97.84 (a); when the monitoring station
“checked its records and discovered that
the operator was also out of his allowed
band a minor violation turned into a
major one.

WB7RFA's "28 MHz DX" bulletin did not
get off the ground, as Craig ran into
too much school pressure. Anyone who
sent him ten dollars for a year's sub-
scription will have received a refund
by now.

N4PN, N4RJ, and K4UEE, from last
year's record-~breaking VP2KC CQWW Phone
contest effort, will operate from St.
Kitts again this year, in the CQ CW con-
test. The three are VP2KAA, VP2KAC,
and VP2KAE, respectively, and will work
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20, 15, and 10 Meters, in that order.
